MEETINGS

The Trenholm Artists Guild (better known as 
TAG) has 8 scheduled meetings each year.  The 
guild meets every month except June, July, 
August and December at Forest Lake Park, 6820 
Wedgefield Road, Columbia, S.C.  Arrive at 7:00 
for refreshments and Members’ Share, an exhibit 
of artwork by fellow members.  The short 
business meeting begins at 7:30 and the 
evening's program follows immediately 
thereafter.  Programs focus on some aspect of 
the arts ranging from art demonstrations to talks 
on topics of interest.  Meetings usually last about 
one hour.

DUES AND FEES

Dues for new and renewing members are $20.00 
per year.  The membership year for TAG is July 
through June.  Dues for the current year are due 
in September.  Renewing members paying dues 
after January 1 will pay $25.00.  To participate in 
the annual juried show, dues must be paid 
before December 31.

Each Wednesday, TAG members meet at Forest 
Lake Park to paint and socialize with other 
artists between 9:30 a.m. and 2 p.m.  Members 
bring their lunch or get take-out food from a 
local restaurant.

LIBRARY

TAG has a collection of books and videos for 
loan to members.  Books are available for loan at 
each regular meeting.  They should be returned 
at the following meeting.  Books, videos and arts 
magazines may be donated to TAG.  The name 
of the current librarian is listed in the newsletter.

WORKSHOPS

TAG hosts at least one workshop per year.  The 
multi-day workshop held early each spring is 
taught by a regionally noted artist. Workshops 
are announced at general meetings and details 
can be found in the newsletter and on the 
website.  Costs for the workshops vary.  A non-
refundable deposit is usually required with the 
balance due on the first day of the workshop.

ANNUAL JURIED SHOW

The spring Annual Juried Exhibition is the 
highlight of the year.  For a small entry fee, 
eligible* member may enter one piece of artwork 
in any media.  The show is juried by a prominent 
regional artist.  Monetary awards are presented at 
the show reception.  The show usually runs 10 
days and is held at a local art gallery.
